College Instructors Articulation Process
We are currently reviewing articulation agreements for 

2012 - 2013

High School / ROP instructors
initiate articulation process by

reviewing the
S.C. catalog and/or S.C. course
outlines to identify like courses.

Return all signed articulation
agreements along with course

outlines and final exams to
M.McQueen by the deadline of

November 30.

Once like courses are identified
and course descriptions / outlines
have been reviewed, High School
/ ROP instructors are encouraged

to contact S.C. instructors to
discuss their request to articulate

during the month of October.

To streamline the articulation
process all discussions and

agreements between the college
and high school instructor should
be completed before the annual

November meeting.

S.C. instructor approval is
required on the following

documents before the articulation
between the High School / ROP

and college is finalized.
a) Course outline

b) Final exam (clearly stated
minimum grade for credit must be

included).

The annual articulation meeting
(1st Wed. of Nov.) should be used

to finalize and sign the High
School / ROP request to articulate.

Please note: The final exam grade
will be posted on student's S.C.
transcript - not the High School /
ROP end of course grade.
